[REHABILITATION] To make communities safer, people who
break the law must be held accountable. This means seeing
the harm they’ve done, accepting the consequences, learning
from mistakes, and changing their behavior. We need to
provide people with programs that work to turn their lives
around and prevent future crime.

[DO THE CRIME, DO THE TIME] We need to enforce strict
punishments to ensure people who break the law are held
accountable. If you do the crime, you should do the time, and
that means serving the full sentence. Offenders shouldn’t be
able to get out of jail or prison early simply because they
complete programs or have a good track record behind bars.
